Returning to the Dubai Design Week, many
of the exhibitions presented a good selection
of local designers and artists, an example of
this being Middle East Design Now!, with the
curatorship of Suzanne Trocme who, after
the initial presentation at the London Design
Festival, brought together in one of the D3
spaces, pieces coming from the Emirates,
Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, Lebanon, Jordan, Egypt,
Tunisia and Morocco, characterised by highly
traditional finishes in terms of production
techniques and materials used.

The Global Grad Show - a show involving 200
projects from 92 participating universities,

with 43 nations represented and under the
curatorship of the renowned author and designer
Brendan McGetrick - presented in its dedicated
pavilion a series of prototypes dedicated

to innovation in the fields of Empowering,
Sustainability and Connection. This initiative
and vision not only demonstrate how youth

and their creative minds see our future as being
synchronised with technology, health and
wellbeing, but also provided an opportunity for
participating universities to be present and on an
equal footing, devoid of hierarchies.

One of the most notable moments was the
attribution of the Progress Prize in recognition
of the best project presented by the students
and which, without a doubt, will provide an
incentive for many more to participate more
ambitiously in future. Who knows if next year,
there might be a Portuguese presence here?
The information for participating

and for applications can be found online

and the selected companies will be invited by
the organisers.

Comecamos, desde logo, por afirmar que
muito aconteceu nesta terceira edicao da
Dubai Design Week (Semana de Design do
Dubai), e que a quinta edi¢io do Downtown
Design se afirmou como “feira” de design
do Médio Oriente.

A ABWAB apresentou-se pela terceira vez,
com um pavilhao personalizado pela firma de
arquitectura Fahed + Architects, sediada no
Médio Oriente, apresentando uma mostra de
objectos de design do Médio Oriente, Norte
de Africa e Asia do Sul. O Conselho Editorial
desta exposicdo foi de ambito internacional
e contou com 47 designers de 15 paises. A
seleccdo das pecas abrangeu temas como

a geometria, a tactilidade, o artesanal, o
mimetismo, entre outros.

No espaco Iconic City, a cada ano dedicado
auma cidade diferente, coube a Casablanca
ser a protagonista deste ano. Com curadoria
de Salma Lahlou, cinco artistas foram
convidados a apresentar a sua visdo da
cidade, e, neste contexto, surpreendemo-nos,
em particular, com as imagens de arquivo

da coleccdo de Mohamed Tangi, que nos
mostrou espacos e monumentos de uma
beleza avassaladora, entretanto ja demolidos,
fazendo-nos pensar na responsabilidade

que devemos ter no futuro em relacdo a
conservacgio e preservacdo da identidade de
uma cidade. Uma exposicédo que se revela
bem actual, se pensarmos na nossa cidade do
Porto, e que alerta para os perigos da perda de
uma esséncia, uma identidade.

No programa de discussdes e palestras em
geral, destacamos a presenca de Sir David
Adjaye, arquitecto de renome internacional
oriundo de Africa, que brindou o publico
com uma conversa aberta com a presenca

do comentador dos Emirados, Sultan Sooud
Al-Qassemi, na qual apresentou a sua
perspectiva pessoal, bastante humilde, apesar
de projectar edificios por esse mundo fora.
Defensor do conhecimento profundo do local
onde ird intervencionar a sua obra, ndo abdica
de interagir com as pessoas, de conhecer a
cidade ou o pafs, de procurar parcerias com
empresas locais e procurar integrar mais
valias, artesdos e recorrer a matéria-prima

da regido. Interessado na histdria de cada
POvO, NOs seus costumes e seus monumentos,
desenvolve uma arquitectura de uma beleza
impar e intemporal, sem grandes alaridos
nem grandes provocacdes no contexto da
area intervencionada. Uma referéncia a
considerar, quando na iminéncia da vontade
de escandalizar visualmente para conseguir o
reconhecimento facil.

ABWAB was presented for the third time, with
a pavilion personalised by the architectural
practice Fahed + Architects, based in the
Middle East, presenting a selection of design
objects from the Middle East, North Africa
and South Asia. The Editorial Board of this
exhibition was international and involved 47
designers from 15 countries. The selection of
the pieces covered themes such as Geometry,
Tactility, Craftsmanship and Mimicry, to
mention but a few.

In the Iconic City space, each year is dedicated
to a different city, with Casablanca being this
year’s protagonist. Under the curatorship

of Salma Lahlou, five artists were invited to
present their vision of the city and in this
context, we were particularly surprised by

the images from the archive of the Mohamed
Tangi collection which showed us spaces and
monuments of magnificent beauty that have
been demolished, making us reflect on the
responsibility we should exercise in the future
with the conservation and preservation of the
identity of our cities. This is an exhibition that
is highly relevant if we think of our own city of
Oporto, alerting us to the danger of losing our
own essence.

From the programme of discussions and talks
in general, we would highlight the presence
of Sir David Adjaye, the internationally-
renowned architect who treated the public

to an open conversation with the Emirates
commentator Sultan Sooud Al-Qassemi,
through his personal and frankly modest
perspective on designing buildings around
the world. While asserting the need to acquire
a sound understanding of the place where

his project will be built, he makes a point of
interacting with locals, discovering the city or
the country, establishing partnerships with
local companies and seeking to integrate
added value, craftsmen and making use

of raw materials from the region. Being
interested in the history of each nation, its
customs and its monuments, he develops
architecture of unrivalled and timeless
beauty, avoiding showiness or significant
provocation within the context of the location
of his work. This is an example to bear in
mind by those architects who seem to feel

the need to shock sensibilities with a view to
garnering recognition.

This was the beginning of a strategy that
encompasses all the parallel events mentioned
here, although there are many more, all
contributing to the transformation of this fair
into an international hub.

One last note for Portugal that was present

at this edition in Dubai through Associative
Design, bringing along with it, in partnership
with AIMMP (Associacdo das Industrias de
Madeira e Mobilidrio de Portugal), a dozen
brands that were able to exhibit both at the
fair and in the D3 district. Of note was the
great acceptance of Portugal’s products, as
confirmed by the organisation, which makes
this platform ideal for new contacts and for
the discovery of agents for more effective
distribution and greater access to clients in
the Middle East.

This year, Attitude will continue to develop a
collaborative partnership with this association
with the aim of promoting and disseminating,
be it on a national or international level, a

new wave of Portuguese talents in the area

of product design. Something that has

always been part of our DNA and which has
always been a priority in our philosophy -

the promotion of national talents in the 27
countries where our magazine is distributed.
The high-speed pace of the city of Dubai is not
going to slow down and, by the look of things,
the world should seriously consider this as a
destination to visit, be it for work or leisure. In
fact, it is already hard to ignore the amount of
events scheduled for the near future, among
which we highlight EXPO 2020 in Dubaij; the
Louvre Museum in Abu Dhabi, which we had
the opportunity to visit on this occasion; and
even the Bulgari Resort & Residences Dubai,
inaugurated in December with interiors
designed by Peter Marino.
